A PROPOSED ORDINANCE OF THE
BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE SAN
SIMEON COMMUNITY SERVICES
DISTRICT AMENDING AND RESTAT-
ING THE DISTRICT’'S WATER
CONSERVATION PLAN

This Ordinance Summary is published in
accordance with the provisions of Water|’
Code Section 376(b)(1). On September 14,
2016, the San Simeon Community Serv-
ices District will consider adopting an Ordi-
nance amending and restating the Distric-
t's Water Conservation Plan establishing
regulations related thereto including man-
datory conservation measures and restric-
tions and penalties for violations thereof.

Specifically, the Ordinance establishes
mandatory conservation measures consis-
tent with the regulations adopted by the
State Water Resources Control Board. In
addition, the Ordinance sets forth Stage
One, Two, and Three Water Shortages.
Each stage imposes progressively stricter
conservation measures and restrictions on
the use of potable water.

The Ordinance also prescribes the notice
requirements for each stage and the crite-
ria for exceptions from the mandatory provi-
sions. In addition, the Ordinance estab-
lishes penalties for violations of each of
the stages of mandatory conservation.

The District Board of Directors will consid-
er whether to adopt the proposed Ordi-
nance on September 14, 2016, at 6:00
p-m. at the Cavalier Banquet Room, 250
San Simeon Avenue, San Simeon, Califor-
nia.
